Planner Mark Swallow stated the purpose of the application:

By-law No. Z137-2011 of the Corporation of the Municipality of West Perth is an amendment to
the Municipality of West Perth Zoning By-law No. 100-1998 and affects property in the Hibbert
Ward described as Part of Lot 4, Registered Plan No. 316. The subject application was initiated
by the property owner.

By-law No. Z137-2011 changes the zone classification of the land shown in hatching on the
attached map from its current “Hamlet/Village Residential Zone (HVR)” to “Hamlet/Village
Commercial Zone (C2-2)” and regulates the types of uses permitted on the subject property. The
“C2-2” zone regulates the permitted uses to include only a cable television business, including an
office, studio, warehouse showroom, satellite receiving dishes and receiving tower, and
accessory uses thereto, including any accessory retailing of signal devices.

The proposed Zoning By-law Amendment is being considered by Council on the basis of an
application submitted by the owners. The owners are proposing to merge this subject property
with their abutting property and use a portion of it as a parking area for the staff. To that end, the
property owners have requested a Zoning By-law Amendment to change the zone classification
of the subject land to the same zone as the abutting property.
