2. Minutes of the August 3", 2011 meeting were reviewed.
3. Mayor McKenzie gave a verbal summary of the September 6™, 2011 clarification meeting.

4. Arena Usage-Larry Cook reviewed the schedule of the functions to be held at the arena. Rick
Vivian was in support of this schedule. The Church service will be held at the Stratford
Rotary complex and an entertainment night at the Mitchell Arena on September 15, 2013.

5. Water- Milkway Trucking will be transporting the water for the event. Bert Sr. is waiting for
a letter regarding the approvals from Rob Leech of the Health Unit. Jeff Wolfe reported that
the Health Unit is contacting health units from other host IPM for information.

Fire Department — Firefighters from all of Perth County would be coordinated by Walt
Anderson to work together to oversee this function.
