A letter will be sent to 
all home owners participating, with an agreement/insurance form that needs to be signed by the 
participants and returned. The letter will say that they are volunteering and will ask if they have 
any volunteers that they would like to be at their house during the tour. At least 2 volunteers at 
every house will be needed. A draft of the letter will be approved by the Clerk before going to 
participants. The due date for the agreement will be approximately 2 weeks after the letter is sent.

b) Walter McKenzie enquired about whether any follow up had been completed 
regarding Lions Park and the “Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design” 
(CPTED) Program.  The West Perth CAO and Sgt. Dafoe have had some preliminary 
discussion regarding this matter. 

 
c) Walter McKenzie enquired about the re-fueling practice for police cars, especially 

after the close of business of staffed gas stations.  It is understood that re-fueling is 
completed after hours in Seaforth or Stratford.  Discussion occurred regarding the 
logistics of re-fueling police cars after hours at the ‘card lock’ gas stations in West 
Perth.  The OPP will investigate this matter further and report back to the Board. 
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d) June Demerling enquired about what could be done regarding people making ‘u-
turns’ on Ontario Road and Huron Road, in the vicinity of downtown Mitchell.  Sgt. 
Dewbury explained that enforcement of this matter under the Highway Traffic Act is 
challenging as the enforceable area does not encompass the entire “downtown”.  
However, he did confirm that there may be other enforceable violations that could be 
applicable should an accident occur with a motorist making a ‘u-turn’.

nothing needed to be amended.  The Ministry has confirmed that his reappointment to 
the West Perth Police Service Board is forthcoming.
