The price changes listed are to upgrade your current collection system in
addition to your current co-collection fee.

A unit is represented by one collection stop
with a waste and/or recycling wheelie bin available for collection.

* Disposal to be at the Mitchell landfill.

* All costs to increase with the consumer price index.

* No fuel surcharge unless diesel prices exceed $1.00 per litre.

* Collection on all holidays except Christmas and New Year.

* This does not include leaf and yard waste beyond wheelie bin capacity.

* This does not include large items collection.

* This does not include commercial front end container collection.

* Startup date for this proposal will be approximately six months from acceptance date
to acquire and distribute all the containers.

* Every household and participating businesses is provided with a new garbage wheelie
bin and a new recycling wheelie bin at no charge. Remains property of the
Association.

* Collection is upgraded to both sides of the street in Mitchell.

* Proposal 2 frequency means same as current.

* Residents no longer need to purchase bags or containers resulting in savings of
approximately $24 per year.

* Residents are no longer looking for tags on collection day.

*  Wheelie bins subject to purchase or return fee if service agreement terminated early.
